(No card? Cash will work just fine.)

BEFORE YOU LEAVE

STEP 1

Map your trip
using your preferred
mapping application.
(We recommend
Google maps.)

STEP 2
Have your fare ready, either
the RIPTA Flash Pass App,

or cash in hand.

AT THE BUS STOP

STEP 3
Arrive about
five minutes Q
early. No

STEP 4

Wait for the bus
tocometoa
complete stop.
Wave at the bus
driver if you
think the bus is
about to blow
right past you.

STEP 5

Wait for any passengers to step off before
you get on. To avoid any awkwardness that
arises when you rush on.

STEP 7
Sit or stand safely, be sure to hold onto the railings
and fixtures to avoid falling over.

STEP 6

Pay your fare, either by putting your money in the
designated slots or by showing the bus driver your
activated bus ticket on your phone.

STEP 8

Pay attention to your map
and the surroundings to keep
track of where the busis on
its route.

HOT TIP: Brown and RISD students can use
their student IDs to ride the bus for free!

When the bus leaves or
passes the stop before
the one where you plan to
exit, pull the signal line
to let the bus driver know
you want to get off at the
next stop.
